A. Five Views:

1. Historical view – Fulfilled in Joel’s time.

3. Perpetual view – Fulfilled in Acts 2 forever.

4. Typical view – Fulfilled in type only in Acts 2.
5. Eschatological view – Not fulfilled in Acts 2 
but will be in the Millennial Kingdom.

2. Fulfillment view – Fulfilled in Acts 2:16-21.



Key words or phrases:

“afterward” (Joel 2:28)

“all flesh” (Joel 2:28; Acts 2:17)

“in the last days” (Acts 2:17)
