In this
context what is Stephen really saying about the
Sanhedrin’s regard for Moses and the Law?

10. Of what does Stephen accuse these Jewish leaders in
verses 7:51-537 Why were the Jewish leaders cut to the
heart with his statements? Why are they so enraged? Who
was on trial now?

11. Putting Stephen to death was technically illegal under
Jewish law (John 18:31). What does this reveal about the
desperation of the Sanhedrin? How was Stephen’s death
similar to that of Jesus Christ?
